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RESUMEN

La construccién de un modelo operativo para la consideracion y gestién del paisaje del tramo
norte, Valle Calchaqui, (Payogasta-La Poma, de la provincia de Salta), aportarda a su
comprension, monitoreo y seguimiento. Se orienta con un enfoque empirico en linea con el
paradigma de la complejidad, que considera cada elemento que lo conforma, integrado al
sistema territorial de referencia. La investigacion, se plantea en cuatro fases y prevé actividades
con participacion de especialistas que aporten al conocimiento identificacion y propuesta de
lineamientos para la materializacién de miradores de paisaje. Se propone articular intercambios
y transferencia de resultados en ambitos académicos, de investigacion y docencia orientados a
internacionalizacion.

El completamiento e integracion de observables contribuira a formular explicaciones causales
de los fenbmenos que estan a la base de la configuracién y transformaciones del paisaje del
tramo norte del valle calchaqui, (Payogasta-La Poma).

ABSTRACT

The construction of an operational model for the consideration and landscape management of
the northern section, Valle Calchaqui, (Payogasta-La Poma, of the province of Salta), will
contribute to its understanding, monitoring and follow-up. It is oriented with an empirical
approach in line with the complexity paradigm, which considers each element that makes it up,
integrated into the territorial reference system. The research is presented in four phases and
includes activities with the participation of specialists who contribute to the knowledge
identification and proposal of guidelines for the materialization of landscape viewpoints.

It aims to articulate exchanges and transfer of results in academic, research and teaching areas
oriented towards internationalization.

The completion and integration of observables will contribute to formulating causal explanations
of the phenomena that are at the base of the configuration and landscape transformations of the
northern stretch of the Calchaqui Valle (Payogasta-La Poma).
