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RESUMEN

Los contratos en general, son la herramienta juridica que permite a dos o mas partes acordar acerca
de sus derechos y obligaciones en relacidn a un determinado negocio o relacidn juridica de caracter
civil o mercantil, siendo los contratos informaticos una nueva modalidad surgida primordialmente por
el avance tecnolégico producido en los ultimos afios. Teniendo en cuenta tal situacidn, el objetivo de
este trabajo es profundizar en la legislacién nacional y en la legislacion comparada, referida a tales
contratos a los fines de conocer si la misma se corresponde a la realidad de las relaciones juridicas, o
en su caso proponer soluciones tendientes a una regulacién especifica.

ABSTRACT

Contracts in general are the legal tool that allows two or more parties to agree on their rights and
obligations in relation to a certain business or legal relationship of a civil or commercial nature, with
computer contracts being a new modality that arose primarily from progress. technology produced in
recent years. Taking into account this situation, the objective of this work is to deepen the national
legislation and comparative legislation, referring to such contracts in order to know if it corresponds to
the reality of the legal relationships, or, where appropriate, propose solutions tending to its specific
regulation in particular.
