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RESUMEN

El periodo entendido como pos-pandemia desafia al sistema educativo en la convergencia de las
tradicionales aulas fisicas y los nuevos “espacios digitales telematicos” del encuentro sincrdnico
incorporado a nivel general durante el devenir de la pandemia del SARS COV-2.

En el ambito de la educacién superior universitaria varias instituciones iniciaron un proceso de
diversificacion de sus propuestas académicas, ofreciendo la posibilidad de cursar distintas propuestas
y/o carreras de formacidon en formato absolutamente presencial, completamente a distancia (e-
learning) o por el sistema hibrido (blended learning).

Para este ultimo, han debido acondicionar espacios y artefactos especificos para poder combinar
presencialidad y participacion remota de estudiantes.

La presente investigacién busca analizar la manera en que estudiantes y profesores de la Universidad
Catdlica de Salta, vivencian la innovadora experiencia en el uso de salas de videoconferencias y aulas
hibridas.

ABSTRACT

The period understood as post-pandemic challenges the educational system in the convergence of the
traditional physical classrooms and the new "telematic digital spaces" of the synchronous meeting
incorporated at a general level during the evolution of the SARS COV-2 pandemic.

In the field of higher university education, several institutions began a process of diversifying their
academic proposals, offering the possibility of studying different proposals and/or training courses in
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an absolutely face-to-face format, completely at a distance (e-learning) or through the system. hybrid
(blended learning).

For the latter, they have had to prepare specific spaces and artifacts to be able to combine face-to-face
and remote participation of students.

The present investigation seeks to analyze the way in which students and professors of the Catholic
University of Salta experience the innovative experience in the use of videoconference rooms and
hybrid classrooms.
