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RESUMEN

La aparicidon del cristianismo introdujo un tema nuevo en la tradicion filoséfica griega: las relaciones
entre fe y filosofia. Luego se planteé también para el judaismo y el islamismo. Las razones de este
encuentro se deben a circunstancias histéricas, pero sobre todo a la indole misma del cristianismo. La
investigacion busca reconstruir ese itinerario y sus razones internas. Asimismo, se propone identificar
los modelos epistémicos en que se formulan las relaciones entre fe y filosofia, considerando algunos
autores representativos, tanto cristianos, como judios e islamicos en la tardo-antigliedad y en el
medioevo.

ABSTRACT

Christianity introduced a new question into the Greek philosophical tradition: What is the relationship
between faith and philosophy? Later that same question will arise in relation to Judaism and Islam.
This encounter between faith and philosophy was due both to historical circumstances and to the very
nature of Christianity. This study will attempt to reconstruct the historical development of this
encounter as well as its internal reasoning. At the same time epistemic models will be identified that
try to clarify the relationship between faith and philosophy. Representatives of Christian, Jewish and
Islamic thought during the late classical and medieval periods will be considered.
